ALWAYS WEAR THICK WATERPROOF GLOVES, PROTECTIVE CLOTHING & EYE WEAR

CONTAMINATED INSTRUMENTS

(Safely bring out of surgery into sterilization room)

4 > INITIAL CLEANING
(By hand , ultrasonic bath or washer /disinfector)
A) Pre fill sink with warm water-Fully immerse all instruments to avoid splash
B) Use long handled brush to remove debris-keep sharp ends away from body
C) Ultrasonic cleaner should contain detergent not a disinfectant
D) Ultrasonic cleaner: Dispose off liguid end of clinical session-clean, empty & leave dry

INSPECT

DEBRIS VISIBLE \

STERILISE
A) Autoclave: should reach a temperature of 134 to 137 degrees for three minutes
B) Effective sterilzation depends on steam condensing on all surfaces-do not over load autoclave
chamber
C) End of day drain residual water from autoclave chamber and reserveir, clean & leave open to dry.
D) Water used should not contain any minerals & be free of pathogens and gndotoxing.
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STORE

A) Store in dry covered conditions

B) Use pouches (with clear side for visibility) for forceps & elevators
C) Use trays to avoid cross contamination of other instruments
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
